Question 31: What do we believe by true faith?

Answer: Everything taught to us in the gospel. The
Apostles’ Creed expresses what we believe in these
words: We believe in God the Father Almighty, Maker of
heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ his only Son our
Lord, who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the
virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified,
died, and was buried. He descended into hell. The third
day he rose again from the dead. He ascended into
heaven, and is seated at the right hand of God the Father
Almighty; from there he will come to judge the living and
the dead. We believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic
church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins,
the resurrection of the body, and the life everlasting.

Matthew 11:28-30 (ESV)

"Come to me, all who labor and are heavy laden, and |
will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn
from me, for | am gentle and lowly in heart, and you will
find rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my
burden is light.”

* 2 Timothy 3:16-17 says, "All Scripture is inspired by God and is profitable for
teaching, for rebuking, for correcting, for training in righteousness, so that the man
of God may be complete, equipped for every good work." God's word is precious.
This time is less about the words of the preacher and more about the words of God.

Oracle Against the King of Tyre

Ezekiel 28:1 The word of the Lord came to me: 2 “Son of
man, say to the ruler of Tyre, ‘This is what the Lord God
says: Your heart is proud, and you have said, “l am a god,; |
sit in the seat of gods in the heart of the sea.” Yet you are
a man and not a god, though you have regarded your
heart as that of a god. 3 Yes, you are wiser than Daniel; no
secret is hidden from you! 4 By your wisdom and
understanding you have acquired wealth for yourself. You
have acquired gold and silver for your treasuries. 5 By your
great skill in trading you have increased your wealth, but
your heart has become proud because of your wealth.

11 The word of the Lord came to me: 12 “Son of
man, lament for the king of Tyre and say to him,

'This is what the Lord God says:
You were the seal of perfection,
full of wisdom and perfect in beauty.
13 You were in Eden, the garden of God.
Every kind of precious stone covered you:
carnelian, topaz, and diamond,
beryl, onyx, and jasper,
lapis lazuli, turquoise and emerald.
Your mountings and settings were crafted in gold;
they were prepared on the day you were created.
14 You were an anointed guardian cherub,
for | had appointed you.
You were on the holy mountain of God,;
you walked among the fiery stones.
15 From the day you were created
you were blameless in your ways
until wickedness was found in you.

They will know that | am the Lord

when | execute judgments against her

and demonstrate my holiness through her.

23 | will send a plague against her

and bloodshed in her streets;

Her graves are all around her.

in the land of the living.

26 "Meshech and Tubal are there,
with all their hordes.
Their graves are all around them.
All of them are uncircumcised, slain by the sword,
although their terror was once spread
in the land of the living.
27 They do not lie down
with the fallen warriors of the uncircumcised,
who went down to Sheol
with their weapons of war,
whose swords were placed under their heads
and their shields
rested on their bones,
although the terror of these warriors
was once in the land of the living.
28 But you will be shattered
and will lie down among the uncircumcised,
with those slain by the sword.
29 "Edom is there, her kings and all her princes,
who, despite their strength, have been placed
among those slain by the sword.
They lie down with the uncircumcised,
with those who descend to the Pit.
30 All the leaders of the north
and all the Sidonians are there.
They went down in shame with the slain,
despite the terror their strength inspired.
They lie down uncircumcised
with those slain by the sword.
They bear their disgrace
with those who descend to the Pit.
